To look at different animals and their

To be able to participate in Robot talk
games focussing on oral blending
Children are able to identify initial sounds
and orally blend familiar CVC words
Make predictions about a story using the
relevant vocabulary with independence
To mark make for a purpose and be able
to talk about the marks
