I have been copied into an email from a
resident to several Hillingdon Councillors
regarding the increase of parents leaving
their cars on whilst parked around our
school. 
It is illegal to leave your car engine running
unnecessarily while stationary on a public
road, including outside schools. The only
recognised exemptions are if you are in
traffic, you have broken down or you are
waiting for your windscreen to defrost. There
is not exemption (currently) for leaving your
engine running to keep the AC on in your
car. 

Parent Parking Permits
If you haven’t already, there is still time to
apply to Hillingdon council for a permit. The
criterion for allocation remains as the
distance to school from the child’s main
residence. Given the number of permits we
are allocated, this is usually 2 or more miles
away.
